He'd just released a new record 
and completed his first vacation after fifty-seven 
years on the road. The King of the Blues was 
vibrant and excited as he looked back at his 80 
years on the planet.

Then at 11AM, we’ll be airing the program so 
many of you look forward to every 4th and that’s

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shouldn’t be playing the Boston Symphony or the 
Metropolitan Opera because the listenership is so small. 
There is no doubt that when the program changes during 
those times, there are a few people who write us and say, 
“Ditch the opera,” or “Ditch the BSO.” I always respond 
that it is the job of a great public radio station to elevate 
and to offer the best of all worlds.

Look, I personally don’t like the opera and I don’t listen. 
But if that great art form is to continue, it is incumbent 
on us to provide opera lovers with the music they 
treasure. If this were a commercial radio station, we 
would not break format. We would add up the digits and 
see how to get the most listeners at any given time.

Our model is so successful and frankly, it is why we are 
able to raise a million dollars in every drive. People 
respect diversity. Over and over again we hear from 
people during our fund drives who say, “I can’t stand the 
opera but it is important that people who want it get a 
chance to hear it.” Some say that they are so addicted to 
WAMC that the opera offers them a time to get out and 
do their shopping. What I bring away from all of that is 
the spirit of tolerance that the WAMC community has 
always exhibited. 

I have always told the story of my boy Jonas. He is now 
forty and he leads an outstanding national educational 
not-for-profit, Leading Educators. When he was a little 
child, Jonas would be at home where WAMC was on the 
radio twenty-four hours a day. He would hear the 
concerts and one day in his teens he came in and proudly 
announced that he was taking a date to Tanglewood. It 
was a great victory for parenthood, for WAMC and for 
the Boston Symphony. Why? Because the wisdom of the 
BSO was showing then. We need more people to 
appreciate the good things like classical music. People 
who hear it on the radio will want to see it for 
themselves. It turns out that playing the concerts is a win 
for our audience and for the BSO itself.

It doesn’t stop there. Every year the wonderful people at 
the BSO give us a lot of tickets to give away for the 
concerts. Frankly, their generosity is one of the reasons 
why we can make a million dollars in a drive. I always 
look forward every year to our “Roundtables on the 
Road” programs where we go and sit on the summer-
camp-like “Press Porch” and talk to the greatest 
conductors and musicians of all times. What 
extraordinary times we have all had as we come face to 
face with the greatest of the great.

WAMC really has it all. You make that happen.- Alan

Investment Ideas for Recent Graduates

The spring and summer months bring a lot of excitement for high school and college 
graduates. Not only do they look forward to graduation day itself, but there are also 
plenty of celebrations, parties, and highly-anticipated gifts. With money ranking as the 
most popular graduation gift, according to Hallmark, some graduates will experience a 
windfall that could net them hundreds or even thousands of dollars.

While it’s okay for graduates to spend some of that cash on themselves, it’s equally 
important that they are disciplined with most of their money. Graduates should look 
ahead and think about their future needs, which may include college expenses, a down 
payment on a first house, establishing an emergency savings fund, and what may be a 
surprise to some… purchasing insurance.

If you are the parent of a high school graduate who plans on attending college, you 
will probably want to encourage your child to put some of his or her cash towards 
education expenses. According to the College Board, the average cost of just one year 
at a four-year public institution rose to an average of $9,139 for the 2014-2015 
academic year, an increase of close to three percent above the previous year.  Average 
published tuition and fees at private nonprofit four-year institutions rose by $1,100 
(3.7%), from $30,131 to $31,231 in 2014-15.

With college expenses continuing to increase each year, many college graduates are 
finding themselves in serious debt once they are out of school. If they took out loans 
during their college years or used credit cards to finance some of the expenses, it’s 
time to consider how they are going to pay the money back. A good way to start is by 
looking at the debt and prioritizing what should be paid first based on the interest rates 
involved. Even a small amount of money from graduation gifts can help make a dent 
in the debt.    

Graduates can also consider taking their monetary gifts and setting up a Roth IRA, 
which can be done by anyone who receives taxable compensation through an 
employer. A Roth IRA also allows others to contribute to the plan. Therefore, a parent 
or other relative could gift the account or the individual on an upcoming birthday or 
holiday. Since contributions to the plan are made with after-tax dollars, all assets in 
the account grow tax-free. In addition, distributions can be made at any time and for 
any reason without being taxed or penalized. For 2015, individuals can contribute up 
to $5,500 to a Roth IRA with an additional $1,000 if over the age of 50 by the end of 
the year.

Another option for graduates is building up a savings account, or establishing an 
account if they haven’t already done so. A savings account provides easy access to 
cash, and could serve as an emergency fund later on. If the graduate doesn’t need the 
money immediately, a certificate of deposit (CD) with a six-month or one-year 
maturity date is another way to help their money grow.

While insurance is probably one of the last items on a graduate’s mind, health 
insurance might also be a good investment – especially for college graduates who are 
just entering the job market and aren’t included on their parents’ insurance policy 
anymore. All it takes is an accident or illness to rack up thousands of dollars in 
medical expenses that could overwhelm an individual with debt for years to come. 
Thinking ahead, even for the unexpected, is important.

Graduation is an exciting time in a young adult’s life. It’s a time when individuals are 
faced with many decisions, opportunities and independence. During all the excitement 
and celebration, take time to teach your graduate about the importance of making 
sound financial decisions. What he or she does now with their cash windfall could 
provide a solid footing for their future.
