UNC-Chapel Hill Board of Trustees Creates WUNC LLC
Strategic Restructuring Initiative Responds to Changing Media Environment
(Chapel Hill, N.C.— March 26, 2015) – The University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill Board of Trustees has authorized creating WUNC, LLC as part of a strategic restructuring initiative to help make one of the nation’s most successful public radio stations even better in the future. As a limited liability company, WUNC can more nimbly conduct business and adapt in a rapidly changing media environment.

UNC-Chapel Hill’s Board of Trustees holds WUNC’s FCC license and bears fiduciary responsibility for its governance. Following a motion approved today, the UNC-Chapel Hill board will ask the FCC to transfer the license to WUNC, LLC. University trustees will also appoint the LLC’s board of directors to provide strategic oversight to the station. Listeners will not hear any changes to content or the core community programming services provided by WUNC and its five other stations.

An award-winning National Public Radio member, WUNC 91.5 FM serves nearly 300,000 listeners with news and information 24 hours a day in 48 N.C. counties and streams online at wunc.org. Besides the Triangle metro area, WUNC reaches Rocky Mount and communities in the Sandhills with WRQM 90.9 FM, Welcome with WUNW 91.1 FM, and northeastern North Carolina through WUND 88.9 FM and WURI 90.9 FM (both Manteo), along with WBUX 90.5 FM (Buxton). WUNC relies primarily on listener support and underwriting from the business community; it receives no state appropriations.
